O Application Completion
Print and complete the application in clear, legible handwriting.

O Proof of Portuguese Descent
Submit birth certificate(s) or other acceptable documentation demonstrating Portuguese heritage.
(Not required for applicants who have previously received an award from this organization.)

O Two (2) Required Letters of Recommendation — STRICT REQUIREMENTS
All letters must meet ALL of the following criteria to be considered valid:

Must be written in the current calendar year

Must be specifically addressed to the Foundation Antonio Amaral Scholarship Program
Must be original, not reused, reprinted, or repurposed from previous applications

Must be signed by the author

Must include the author’s full name, title, organization, phone number, and email address
Must be current, original, and verifiable

Required sources:
1. One letter from a school official from the current academic year
2. One letter from a Board Member of the Portuguese Club or Portuguese cultural
organization of which the applicant is a member
Any recommendation letter that is outdated, reused, unsigned, missing contact information,

generic, or not specific to the Foundation Antonio Amaral Scholarship Program will be
deemed invalid and the application may be disqualified.

* Applicant or parent(s) must be an active member of the Portuguese American Cultural Center or
another recognized Portuguese cultural organization in Florida

» Must be accepted to or enrolled in an accredited undergraduate college or university

» Scholarships may be awarded for attendance at any accredited educational institution for up to a
maximum of four (4) years per recipient

» Applicants must reapply annually to maintain eligibility
